
I hope everyone has had a safe and healthy win-

ter.  The snow looks like it has ended and it is          

FINALLY starting to look like spring. I have 

noticed flower bulbs starting to sprout up and 

tree buds are also starting to swell. This means it 

is time for us to start gearing up for the season. 

We will be making room at our landscape yard 

for our spring materials including mulches, com-

post and screened topsoil. In the spring we typi-

cally have on hand 200 to 300 yards of various 

mulches that we work through pretty quickly. In 

the photo above, I am with Ethan standing next 

to our John Deere 310 machine. “My little buddy” loves this machine; and since he is 

going on eight years old, he will not be little for much longer. In the background of 

this photo is our compost pile which we make from recycled leaves and grass clip-

pings; we use this compost for a lot of our planting work. 

This is a good time of year to pre-start seeds for various vegetables and flowers. Each 

year we plant our own large vegetable and flower garden. Ethan’s favorite seeds to 

plant are the pumpkins and gourds; these are typically planted around Mother’s Day 

and Ethan’s pumpkins have won him blue ribbons at the Guilford Fair.  

Now is also a good time to start thinking about spring landscape projects for your 

yard.  We can create a bit of paradise right in your own back yard by transforming a 

high maintenance lawn area into your own outdoor oasis.  Create or expand a patio 

area for outdoor entertaining; include a stone fireplace or fire pit to extend your eve-

ning on a cool night. Or you may want to add an outdoor kitchen or grilling area to 

cook up a special dinner for guests.  You can even add a water feature such as a koi 

pond or circulating waterfall to create a 

tranquil setting.  A water feature is a natural 

way to soothe the mind and soul.   

Landscape maintenance projects should be 

planned for early spring. Planting beds 

should be cleaned out in the spring to re-

move leaves, sand and other winter debris. 

All mulch beds should receive a fresh top-

dressing of mulch once to twice per year to 

help retain moisture of these areas, help 

keep weeds at bay and to keep these areas looking nice. Shrub pruning should be done 

to keep plants from becoming over grown and shrub fertilization should be done once 

in the spring and once again in early fall to help them retain their health and vigor.
